Asuncion V. Asetre, SUC President III 

of Catanduanes State Colleges, passed the 

evaluation and screening for the position of 

College Professor under Special Common Cri-

teria for Evaluation (CCE) Areas pursuant to 

National Budget Circular (NBC) No. 461 for 

SUC Presidents. 

The evaluation committee was chaired by 

CHED Commissioner William C. Medrano, 

with PASUC National President Lauro B. 

Tacbas and DBM Organization, Position, Clas-

sification and Compensation Bureau Division 

Chief Edgardo M. Macaranas, as members. 

The criteria used in evaluating SUC Presi-

dents applying for College/University Professor rank is the Implementing 

Guidelines for Annex 4 (Special CCE Areas for SUC Presidents).  The Guide-

line provides: ñIn NBC No. 461, SUC executives are authorized to hold aca-

demic rank to rationalize the compensation disparity between the faculty and the 

SUC executives and to provide fall-back position for SUC Presidents whose 

terms are expiring and who seek to rejoin the academic mainstream.ò 

The guidelines further rationalized that by virtue of the unique nature of the 

duties, functions and responsibilities of the SUC Presidents which are mainly 

focused on governance, they can no longer perform research and extension func-

tions with zeal and dedication.  Because of this situation, SUC Presidents who 

undergo evaluation under NBC No. 461 cannot attain the maximum points of 

200 CCE points to qualify as College/University Professor. 

As such, the Special CCE Area for SUC Presidents was adopted to offset 

CCE areas where the SUC Presidents cannot earn points due to changing char-

acter of the duties, functions and responsibilities in institutional governance and 

management. 

The guideline thus forwards: ñmanagerial acumen of SUC Presidents 

should be encouraged and recognized.  It also emphasizes that leadership efforts 

which led to institution capability building should be credited, and productivity 

raised individually and collectively, should be monitored and rewarded.  More-

over, raising the quality of program offering through accreditation and high em-

ployability of graduates should be acknowledged as prime concern.ò   

SUC Presidents applying for University/College Professor positions are 

rated according to their leadership achievements in resource generation, research 

grants, extension services, linkages, foreign grants and scholarships and grant-in 

aid.  

The College Professor academic rank is the second highest academic posi-

tion in a state university/college.  # (GSR)

The documented 

EMKôs, according to the 

study, help the fishers 

mitigate disaster and sur-

vive while braving the 

seas for a living. It also 

pointed out EMK as a 

potential springboard for 

teaching disaster aware-

ness and mitigation since 

people in the communi-

ties can strongly relate to 

their local knowledge. 

The research docu-

mented 21 ethno-

meteorological knowl-

edge, which fall into four 

major categories, namely, 

observed changes in the 

behavior of organisms 

(6), observed environ-

mental and atmospheric 

phenomena (10), acti-

vated sensory of the fish-

ers (3) and specific 

months and dates with 

consistently experienced 

events (2).

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A  case study on street children and a research about the 

antimicrobial property of abaca sap are this school 

yearôs winners in the Pisog nin Uswag Awards, an annual 

search for best undergraduate thesis conducted by the Ca-

tanduanes State Colleges Research and Development Ser-

vices.  

The thesis ñStreet Children of Virac, Catanduanes: A 

Case Study,ò by Kristel C. Malinana and Jayson B. Tabor, 

AB Economics students of the College of Arts and Sci-

ences was declared best research in non-science and tech-

nology category.  

Declared winner in the science and technology cate-

gory is the study about Antimicrobial Property of Abaca 

Musa textilis Sap by Renee Daisy J. Avila, BS Biology, 

also of the College of Arts and Sciences. 
A typical street child in Virac, the study of Malinana and 

Tabor found out, is male, between ages 10-15, eldest in the 

family, has never enrolled in a school, lives with grandparents 

and engages in begging, scavenging, stealing, acting as drug 

couriers, peddling, going out with pedophiles, gambling and 

other vices.  

Meanwhile, Avila determined the antimicrobial property 

of the abaca sap by using it as an inhibitor of the growth of a 

bacteria (Propioni bacterium) which causes acne.  She used 

three samples ï fresh sap, week-old fermented sap and month-

old fermented in finding out which abaca sap has the most 

effective anti-microbial property. The research found out that 

as abaca sap ages, it becomes more acidic, hence it is more 

effective in controlling the growth of bacteria. 

Declared second best research in the non-science and 

technology category is the study about the Acceptability of 

Virac Businessmen on the Dissemination of Rules and Regu-

lations in the Payment of Taxes Implemented by BIR.

Ereso, Lionell T. Masagca, Elvin Randolph R. Jubay and 

Ronan John B. Toririt, BS Accountancy students.   

According to the study, businessmen in Virac generally 

agree on the tax policies implemented by BIR and fairly agree 

on the manner of implementation. The study recommended 

that more information campaigns be conducted by the BIR for 

better awareness about tax policies.  It was also recommended 

that BIR should accept suggestions from taxpayers to know 

how they will adopt changes in their tax policies and that tax 

policies must be written in a manner that can be easily under-

stood by lay people.   

Moreover, the study of Geronimo B. Tapas Jr., BS Nutri-

tion and Dietetics about Development and Standardization of 

Cream Puff out of Kadyos Flour was awarded second best 

paper for the science and technology category. The researcher 

studied the acceptability of using 100% all-purpose flour, 100 

per cent Kadyos flour, and combined all-purpose and Kadyos 

flours of equal proportion. It was found out that the combina-

tion with equal proportion of all-purpose and Kadyos flour 

produces the best quality cream puff.  

Kadyos or Pigeon Pea is a legume widely propagated in 

the tropics for the edible seeds and pods. 

The study further concluded that there are no significant 

differences among the samples of formulation in terms of 

their overall acceptability; hence, it was recommended that 

Kadyos flour could be used as substitute in cream puff mak-

ing and other baked products.  

Only four student researches passed the preliminary 

screening of the CSC Research Services. The evaluation com-

mittee modified the selection process by categorizing the re-

searches into S&T and Non-S&T categories to widen the 

scope of getting outstanding undergraduate theses from vari-

ous academic disciplines. # (GSR/AA)
